Appalachians Had a Friend in Him

Stuart Lockwood Faber gave time, money to

help them

HARTWELL - Stuart Lockwood Faber was a friend of
Appalachians.

He served as president of
the Appalachian Fund, a
private foundation that
provides medical care to
residents of the mountain
communities.

He was also president of
the Council of the Southern
Mountains and a member of
the Urban Appalachian
Council, the Community

Health Commission, the Better Housing League and the
Cincinnati Mayor's Friendly Relations Committee.
     He had a habit of taking out his pocket knife and
whittling when a meeting of one of the organizations
became contentious. The Urban Appalachian Council
created the Stuart Faber Award to recognize "people who
whittle away at the problems facing urban
Appalachians."
     Mr. Faber, 88, died Jan. 7 of ALS at his home in
Hartwell.
     Born in Cincinnati on Sept. 16, 1920, Mr. Faber was
not descended from Appalachians. His father, Herbert
Faber, founder of the Formica Co., employed many
people who migrated from the mountains to Cincinnati.
     "He recognized how hard it was for them to live in
the city compared to where they lived in the hollows,"
said Mr. Faber's daughter, Laura Bottenhorn of
Wyoming.  The elder Mr. Faber took pity on their plight
and founded the Appalachian Fund. When he passed
away, his son took over running it.
     A graduate of Hughes High School, Mr. Faber studied
architecture at Ohio State University. He volunteered for
the Army Air Forces after the Japanese attacked Pearl
Harbor in 1941. Assigned to the 404th Bomb Squadron
at Elmendorf Field, Alaska, he maintained bombers and
was sent on temporary duty to a remote Aleutian Island
town called Umnak during World War II. In the Army,
he began writing to a buddy's sister in Harmony, Minn.
He and Shirley Ewalt married in her hometown in 1946.
     Mr. Faber founded two companies - Raeburn Inc. and
AWP Realty Co. - which built and developed residential

and commercial buildings in Ohio and Florida.
     "He was very mechanical-minded and he improved
everything," his daughter said. "The houses he built
were very practical and efficient."
     Mr. Faber had a private pilot's license and a
commercial glider license. He owned two gliders and
flew until he was in his mid-70s.
     He was preceded in death by a son, Jeffrey Faber, in
1993.
     In addition to his daughter Laura of Wyoming,
survivors include: his wife, Shirley; another daughter,
Ann Faber of Finneytown; two sons, Steven Faber of
Tennessee and Florida and Russell Faber of
Montgomery; 11 grandchildren; and four great-
grandchildren.

U.S. Veterans May Render Hand Salute

     It's official!  Veterans of the Armed Fores, in uniform
or in civilian attire, may render the military salute during
hoisting, lowering and/or passing of the United States
Flag.  Section 9 of Title 4 of United States Code was
amended to reflect such action when the U.S. President
signed HR4986, National Defense Authorization Act for
Fiscal Year 2008 in law on the 28th of January 2008.
     An excerpt from HR4986 with the new language
follows:  

SEC. 594. CONDUCT BY MEMBERS OF THE
ARMED FORCES AND VETERANS OUT OF
UNIFORM DURING HOISTING, LOWERING, OR
PASSING OF UNITED STATES FLAG.

Section 9 of title 4, United States Code, is amended by
striking “all persons present” and all that follows
through the end of the section and inserting the
following: “all persons present in uniform should render
the military salute. Members of the Armed Forces and
veterans who are present but not in uniform may render
the military salute. All other persons present should face
the flag and stand at attention with their right hand over
the heart, or if applicable, remove their headdress with
their right hand and hold it at the left shoulder, the hand
being over the heart. Citizens of other countries present
should stand at attention. All such conduct toward the
flag in a moving column should be rendered at the
moment the flag passes.”�

March 29-Inspect Zenith 701 project of John Boise,

Cold Spring, KY

     This kit was
purchased from the
original builder who did
a poor job. To repair the
original work, the
fuselage was more or

less disassembled, jigged correctly and new skins
installed. The fuselage was originally put together
twisted. The current work looks very good. A brief look
at the wings indicated that the slats are twisted. John
plans to remove the slats, open up the wings and correct
them as needed. This plane will use a Corvair engine
modified by the William Wynne manual. This is a good
example of "buyer beware". I think John would have a
better airplane at very little more cost if he had bought a
new kit.

April 28-Inspect Zenith 601XL project of David

Gallagher, Pleasant Plain, OH

     This was a follow up visit to inspect the installation
of the Jabiru 3300 engine, the electrical system, flaps
and brakes. All work looks good. The engine had been
started and ran well.

May 23-Inspect Vans RV-7 project of Robert Huber and

Curtis Foster at Georgetown, Ohio airport

     This was a follow up
visit. The basic
structure is complete
and the work looks
good. They were in the
process of installing the
auto pilot servo in one
wing. They had a

problem with the canopy and ended up buying a new
one which is now fitted. The instrument panel has been
fabricated and all instrument holes look very good.
Electrical wiring in the wings is done but the fuselage
wiring remains. This will be a sophisticated airplane
with 180 hp engine, constant speed prop etc.

July 2-Inspect Zenith 601XL project of David Gallagher,

Pleasant Plain, OH

     This was the final inspection done at Lebanon -
Warren County airport. Using Doug Auxier's scales we
weighed the plane at 749 lbs with no fuel or oil. General
inspection showed the plane to be ready for the FAA
inspection. The engine is well instrumented and the
plane had been taxied. The plane was inspected soon
after our visit by Stan Faske of the local FSDO and is
flying well.

September 3-Inspect Vans RV-8 project of Scott Hersha,

West Chester, OH

     This is Scott's second RV and his work shows it. He
has modified the rear fuselage by adding a turtle deck
and different canopy and roll over structure. This gets
the forward bow out of the way and provides good
vision for flying in close formation. The airplane has a
complex electrical system with provision for a future
auto pilot. The 180 hp Lycoming and constant speed
prop were installed. The plane is now flying.

December 18-Inspect Vans RV-7 project of Brad

Maxwell, Goshen, OH

     Project just getting underway. Inspect riveting of
empennage parts. All work is very good. The current
Vans kits never cease to amaze me.

December 31-Inspect Kit Fox 1200 project of Barry

Rust, Ryland Heights, KY

     Howard had
inspected this project
several years ago
when it was in
Goshen, OH. Barry
and his father bought
the project about two
years ago and have

completed it. The plane was weighed - 646 lbs, no fuel
but with oil in the Jabiru 2200 engine. Airframe and
fabric work (Poly-Fiber) look good. The engine
installation is very good and the engine had been run.
We found a few minor things the most significant was
the control system needed lubrication. Mr. Faske has
signed the plane off and I have just learned it was flown
for the first time on February 28 from the Gene Snyder
airport in Falmouth, KY. All went well.�
